MINUTES OF THE  

Thursday, June 25, 2009, Meeting

The Meeting was called to order at 3:04 p.m. on Thursday, June 25, 2009 at the 3850 East

Baseline Road, Suite #140, Mesa, Arizona.  Present telephonically at the meeting were President

Kent Pace, Vinson Dobson and Secretary Larry Williams.  Also in attendance telephonically

were Stephen R. Cooper, District Attorney, Larry Pfeiffer, Assistant Secretary and Board 

Accountant.  
The first item of business was welcome and introductions.  Do to the fact there were only

officers and Board staff at the meeting there were no introductions.

The next item of business was approval of the Minutes of June 9, 2009.  A motion

was made by Kent Pace and seconded by Vinson Dobson to accept the Minutes.  Thereafter, 

the minutes were approved. 


The next item of business was consideration for approval of Resolution 2009-002 a

revised resolution calling for a District Election on Wednesday, October 7, 2009, and authorizing

the District and/or its agent to complete all necessary actions to conduct an election.  It was noted 
in the June 9, 2009, meeting that since the formation of the District in the early 1960's there may 
have only been two (2) District Elections.  

It was noted given the lack of prior elections, the changes in the District from rural

agriculture to housing developments and the need to enter into agreement with the funding and 

construction and repair of the MFRS that an election should be called. 

It was noted more information would be further coming from the Elections Department of

Pinal County concerning the nomination and eligibility of candidates and the format of the 

proposed election by mail.

A motion was made by Kent Pace and seconded by Vinson Dobson to approve

Resolution 2009-002 and to direct the Board and/or its agent to complete all actions 

necessary to carry out the election.  The motion and resolution were thereafter approved.   

The next item of business was a reorganization of the Board Officers.  A motion was

made by Vinson Dobson and seconded by Kent Pace to appoint the following Board Officers:

This motion was approved. 

The next item of business was the acceptance of the resignation of Kent Pace as a Board

Member.  Mr. Pace noted that due to the demands of the activities necessary to assist the District 

with design, regulatory governmental approval, funding that he could no longer carry out his

duties as a Board Member because Arizona Special District Statutes do not allow compensation 

for Board Members.  Mr. Pace noted the job duties he currently undertakes can consume 25 - 30 

hours per week.  Mr. Pace expressed his opinion that the District's activities require a full time 
District employee or paid consultant.  Mr. Pace also noted his resignation was not dependent on 
him being hired as a consultant for the District and the Board was free to not consider him as a 
consultant in the next agenda item.  A motion was made by Vinson Dobson and seconded by 
Larry Williams to accept the resignation of Kent Pace.   

The next item of business was to consider action to employ Kent Pace as General

Manager of the District.  Mr. Pace did not participate in the discussion of this matter.

Board attorney Cooper advised the Board that he could not at this time give a legal

opinion as to whether the Board could hire Pace as the General Manager.  Mr. Cooper noted that 

he was not or had not given legal advice to Mr. Pace and it would be up to him to determine 

whether he had a conflict of interest. 

Larry Williams noted the suggested hourly fee offered by Mr. Pace was less than what we

were paying consultants on a per hour basis and Mr. Pace's knowledge and experience would 

streamline the completion of the dam repairs.  


Attorney Stephen Cooper was excused from the meeting to attend to other legal matters. 

Larry Pfeiffer was appointed Acting Recording Secretary.

A motion was made by Larry Williams, seconded by Vince Dobson, to hire Kent Pace as

General Manager to operate and manage the affairs of the District as described in his proposed 

employment contract commencing on June 26, 2009, and expiring on June 30, 2010, with 

provision for extension.  The motion passed. 

The next item of business was a motion made by Larry Williams and seconded by Vinson

Dobson to amend the previously adopted budget for FY 2009/2010 to account for the anticipated 

cost of the District’s General Manager.  Larry Pfeiffer explained that since the June 30, 2009, 

warrant account cash balance is unknown, he asked for authorization to reflect actual balances 

with any offsetting amounts be adjusted from the MFCD Repair Account. These conditions were 

accepted.   Motion passed.  


The next item of business were Board Members Reports.  A resolution was made by

Larry Williams seconded by Vinson Dobson to allow the Pinal County Treasurer to invest 

surplus funds of the District.  Resolution passed. 


A resolution was made by Larry Williams seconded by Vinson Dobson to notify the Pinal

County Treasurer when a warrant has been issued.  Resolution passed.


A resolution was made by Larry Williams seconded by Vinson Dobson that the signatures

on the District’s warrant account shall be Vinson Dobson, Chairman; Larry Williams, Secretary; 

Kent Pace, General Manager; and Larry Pfeiffer, Assistant Secretary to Board.  It was further 

resolved that all warrants must have two signatures, that one signature of which must be that of a 

director of the District and that the General Manager shall not sign any warrant on which he is a 

payee.  Resolution passed. 


Larry Pfeiffer presented updated cash amounts from the May 31st, warrant statement.  Tax

collections of $1,209,671 had exceeded expectations as well as the 2008 tax levy of $1.2 million.

The next item of business was official correspondence.  There was no official

correspondence before the Board.

A motion was made to adjourn the meeting at 4:07 p.m.
