MINUTES OF THE

TUESDAY, JULY 9, 2013 MEETING


The meeting was called to order at 4:09 p.m. at the Florence Unified School District - Anthem K-8 Band Room, 2700 N. Anthem Way, Florence, Arizona.  The meeting was properly posted within the boundaries of the District and a phone number of 1-800-920-7487 was provided for individuals residing within and without the District to appear telephonically for the meeting. The Meeting was called to order by President Vincent Dobson.  President Dobson, Director Ty LeSueur and Director Wayne Dames appeared telephonically at the meeting.  Others present were Kent Pace (General Manager), Larry Pfeiffer (Assistant Secretary to the Board), and Stephen Cooper (District Counsel).  No member of the public was present.  

Given there were no public attendees at the meeting, the Welcome and Introductions 
were dispensed with.  


The next item of business was approval of the Minutes of May 15, 2013.  A motion was  

made by Ty LeSueur and was seconded by Wayne Dames.  Thereafter the Minutes were 

approved.


The next item of business was Call to the Public, in which at that time, no members of the  

public were present.


General Manager Pace gave a status report on the Dam Rehabilitation.  He noted that the 

Dam was now 61% complete and approximately $4,800,000.00 dollars has been paid on 

Construction.


General Manager Pace also stated that NRCS has announced additional funding of $3,000,000.00 dollars for replacement of the existing central filter within the MFRS and for rehabilitation of the lower Magma channel.  General Manager Pace also noted that MFCD is receiving reimbursement from NRCS within approximately 45-60 days of submitting its requests.  At present, MFCD’s receivables from NRCS total approximately $550,000.00 dollars. 

General Manager Pace noted the proposed budget for fiscal year 2013-2014 will be 
$11,944,462.00 dollars including the proposed tax levy of approximately $1,200,000.00 dollars.    

The next item of business was an Executive Session which commenced at 4:15 p.m. and 

adjourned at 4:43 p.m. 

The next item of business was discussion to authorize the General Manager to execute Amendment No. 4 to the Cooperative Agreement No. 68-9457-10-492 with NRCS.  General Manager Pace noted that the purpose of the contract modification was to increase the authorized federal funding by an additional $3,000,000.00 dollars (bringing the total obligated federal cost share to $13,000,000.00 dollars).  As stated above, the main intent for providing the additional funding was for replacement of the existing central filter within the MFRS and rehabilitation of the Lower Magma Channel.  A motion was made by Board Member Dames to approve Amendment No. 4 of the Cooperative Agreement No. 68-9457-10-492 with NRCS and to authorize General Manager Pace to execute the necessary documentation.  The motion was seconded by Board Member LeSueur.  The motion was then put to a vote and passed unanimously.

The next item of business was discussion of the budget for fiscal year 2013-2014.  General Manager Pace noted the proposed budget consisted of $11,944,462.00 dollars in revenues and $11,934,462.00 dollars in expenditures.  It was pointed out that both of the revenue and expenditure amounts were based upon an unlikely scenario in which MFCD actually received all possible funding from NRCS.  In reality, MFCD’s expenses and disbursements would be limited to the actual revenues it received (or the District’s actual cash position) as detailed within the proposed budget form.  A motion was made by President Dobson and seconded by Board Member Dames to approve the budget.  Thereafter, this matter was unanimously approved.  


The next item of business was the discussion of the 2013-2014 tax levy.  The Board Members discussed the proposed tax levy and a motion was made by Ty LeSueur and seconded by Wayne Dames to issue a tax levy which would call for property tax revenues in the District to be $1,200,000.00 dollars for fiscal year 2013-2014 which would be an approximate tax rate of 2.99%.  Thereafter, this matter was unanimously approved. 

The next item of business was to approve a combined resolution 2013-07-01 to allow for Pinal County Treasurer to purchase, hold, and sell interest bearing securities (as authorized by law) on behalf of the District, as well as to authorize General Manager Pace and Assistant Secretary Larry Pfeiffer to issue warrants and to complete other banking functions on behalf of the District.  A motion was made by Board Member LeSueur to approve this resolution, and was seconded by Board Member Dames. Thereafter the motion was unanimously approved.  

The next item of business was the approval of the meetings schedule for the District.  It 
was proposed the District hold the following scheduled meetings in 2013 and 2014: 


September 11, 2013

December 3, 2013

March 4, 2014

June 3, 2014

It was further noted these meetings would begin at 4:00 p.m. at the current location where 

the District holds its meetings. 


Board Member Dames moved to approve the proposed meeting schedule and was 

seconded by Board Member Ty LeSueur and thereafter it was approved.  


The next item of business was Board reports.  There were no reports to come before the 

Board.


The next item of business was other business that may become before the Board.  
There being no further business before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 4:58 p.m.
